From the Principal
Our Parent Meeting/Curriculum Night on Thursday was a fantastic success and thanks to all who took the time to attend.
Father Stillmunks got us started with some great words, and the teachers and | made two special presentations on Dif-
ferentiated Instruction. Areas covered in the presentations included Teaching Using Differentiation, Flexible Grouping,
Tiered Assignments, Student Choices, Student Grading, and the Implementation of Differentiation at CTK. A brief ques-
tion and answer period followed each presentation.

Several questions that were asked related to student choices and grading...such as what if a student just chooses a less
challenging project option for a lower grade? A strong partnership between teachers and parents will help guide stu-
dents to the higher levels that we all want them to strive for whether a project or activity relates to differentiation or not.
Please ask your child for information regarding projects and activities going on in their classes, check out teacher pages
on the CTK website for information the teacher may post related to a particular project or activity, and simply talk with
your child about always striving to do the most and the best they can do. We'll always encourage and push each child to
higher levels but it ultimately comes down to the child to actually do the work. Working together as teachers and parents
will increase the likelihood that your child will make the best choices both now and in the future.

Other questions were...are other schools implementing differentiation and how long did we research differentiation?
Differentiation is something that is used at some other public schools throughout Omaha. Who is using differentiation
and how aggressively they're using it varies tremendously from school to school and from district to district. Christ the
King is however, fairly unique among the many Catholic schools as far as implementing differentiation. Through our
strong CTK school improvement process, we’ve been researching differentiation over a 2 to 3 year period and are now
ready to move forward with it.

Differentiated Instruction will enable us to challenge each student regardless of their learning ability, learning interests, or
learning preferences. We'll absolutely continue to use the tried and true traditional teaching methods that have always
made us strong, but through differentiation, we’ll be able to challenge our students more and grow even stronger and
more effective as a school. This is a lot of extra work for our teachers, but all teachers are committed to learning all they
can about differentiation and using the various differentiated instruction strategies. Many teachers have been using a lot
of these strategies already at CTK for years...differentiated instruction is just good teaching!

Thanks to all the teachers who helped make the differentiated instruction presentations such a success. Special thanks
to the teacher presenters: Mr. Hartigan, Mrs. Heithoff, Mrs. Wenberg, Mrs. Keenan, Mrs. Karnes, Mrs. Powers,
Mrs. Mcintyre, Mr. Eckerman, Miss Douglas, Mrs. Matuella, and Mr. Menks. Thanks also for all your support...it's all
of us working together that makes CTK such a wonderful place!
