Unleash the Spirit: Yesterday, on the Vigil of Pentecost, many from our parish and 
from parishes across the Archdiocese attended ArchOmaha Unite, an once-in-a-lifetime 
event to bring Catholic Christians together and to celebrate our solidarity and mission. It was 
an unbelievable day. About 3,000 people were converted to the Christian Faith at the original 
Pentecost (Acts 2:41); yesterday approximately 15,000 Catholics came together at the CHI 
Center to celebrate our Savior and the gift of the Holy Spirit. Today, in every parish, we 
continue that celebration as we make an act of consecration to Jesus through Mary at all of 
our Masses. For the last four weeks we have been praying a prayer of preparation at the 
end of our Masses: Today we pledge ourselves to Christ through His Mother. 
 
As in previous years, we have encouraged everyone attending Mass on Pentecost Sunday 
to take part in an ancient Christian tradition by wearing as much white clothing as possible. 
White is the color of our baptismal garb and reminds us of our Christian dignity, the 

indwelling of the Holy Spirit, and the freedom from sin obtained in Baptism. I want to thank all those who 
remembered and made the extra effort today to don their baptismal color and to make this a true Whitsunday.    
 
In the spirit of Pentecost (pun completely intended!), it also seems apropos to remind you of our parish 
membership to Formed. Formed is a Catholic website with amazing and diverse content from the most engaging 
writers and speakers. The offerings have high production values. Itôs for every age and interest: series, talks, 
devotional prayers, audiobooks, and content for kids. Itôs accessible on multiple devices; itôs easy to sign up for it 
and itôs free! We have a parish subscription to Formed that allows every parishioner, teacher, catechist, and 
parish apostolate access to it for their personal enrichment or for small groups, family instruction, or the 
classroom.

Director of R.E. & Sacramental Life: Christina Sanchez, our current Director of Religious Education, 
has now become our Director of Religious Education & Sacramental Life. In addition to her previous duties 
coordinating R.E., Christina will be supplying much needed help in both the parish and school.

She will also work with the school next year, preparing the school liturgies with teachers and 
students, practicing the liturgical roles with the students, preparing the logistics for the reception of sacraments, 
coordinating school devotional events, e.g., the May Crowning, etc., and overseeing our Totus Tuus summer 
camp. Christina has done a marvelous job this first year in directing our Religious Education program. She is 
talented, enthusiastic for the faith, and personable. We are glad to have her assume these additional roles.
